— To avoid potential fire or shock hazard, do not use this magnetic strip kit in luminaires employing shunted bi-pin lampholders.
— Any alteration of modification of this product is expressly forbidden as it may cause serious personal injury, death, property damage, and/or product malfunction.
— Installers should examine all parts not intended to be replaced by the magnetic strip kit for damage and replace any damaged parts prior to installation of the kit.

IMPORTANT: Suitable for installation in troffer and wraparound lights with a minimum size of 42.58in x 9.84in x 1.18in.
 The minimum installed distance between the two light bars should be 1.97in..

1. Open the cover of the fixture where the  
 magnetic strip kit will be installed.

2. Remove the old fluorescent tubes and ballast.

6. Replace the fixture cover to complete  
 installation.

3. Install LED light bars using magnetic back,  
 or, if not suitable, the included hexagon head 
 self-tapping screws.

4. Install LED driver using magnetic back, or,  
 if not suitable, the included hexagon head 
 self-tapping screws.

5. Connect the light bars to the driver using the  
 connectors, then make wiring connections  
 between driver and power source as per the  
 wire diagram on the next page.



Power and CCT may be  adjusted in the field using the two 
dip switches on the side of the driver. The power switch 
offers 3 power levels, and the CCT switch offers 5 CCT 
levels. Refer to the diagram to the left for available power  
and CCT settings.

If used, motion sensors and emergency battery backups should be installed in a suitable place in the middle of the fixture being retrofitted. Refer to the 
wiring diagram below for wiring instructions.
